(OVC’s) on a daily basis. LHM-SA handed bags of 
oranges, cabbages, potatoes and apples to Nolwandle for 
the children. 

Our ETS Volunteer, Mr Phillemon Thema, visited them 
again on Sunday after church to deliver goods donated by 
the Mofolo North Lutheran congregation. They were 
particularly glad to receive 13 mattresses for some of the 
orphans to sleep on.
